Control of cases:If your child has a bacterial infection, he/shewdd be kept home until
at least 24 hours after beginning an antibiotiarail the symptoms are gone.

General preventative measuréleach the importance of proper hand washing. Whe
washing hands, use soap, rubbing hands togeth&bfseconds and rinse in running
water. Children should be advised not to sharthirlg, towels, make-up or eye
medications.
